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1. DESCRIPTION OF THE GRAPHICAL ABSTRACT (Bold, 12pt)
During the Human Behaviour in Fires 2026 Symposium, there will be the opportunity to display posters with Work in Progress graphical abstracts related to ongoing research or case studies. This template is meant to be used for the submission of graphical abstracts. Authors are requested to submit a description of their work-in-progress contribution not exceeding 300 words (excluding references and excluding your contribution title, authors, affiliation, email and information about author presenting the contribution). Each text description of the graphical abstract should be in .pdf format and should not exceed 5 MB. The submission should be done via email to mail@humanbehaviourinfires.se with a deadline on the 1st of August 2026 at 16:00 CET.

The description of the work in progress should be done only in text format. Accepted authors are later expected to prepare a poster containing a graphical abstract (see here for information on what is a graphical abstract: https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Graphical_abstract).
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
